The Centro Cicogna is named for Emmanuele Antonio Cicogna (Venice 1789-1868).
A distinguished scholar, he devoted his scholarly and professional life to recovering and studying codices and editions concerning medieval and modern culture, with special attention to the venetian milieu.

Throughout his life, Cicogna set up an imposing library, comprising 40000 volumes and 5000 manuscripts. Near the end of his life, in 1865, he left his legacy to the City of Venice, in return for a life annuity to be granted to his sisters.
This contribution considerably augmented the book collection of Venice's Museo Civico Library, in much the same way it had happened with Teodoro Correr in 1830.
